The cave was created by rainwater eroding limestone crevices and flooding
an underground reservoir. Later, after the draining of the reservoir, the
water deposited calcium stalactites.

Six strictly protected bat species find shelter in the cave after
a night’'s hunt. Here they can safely sleep, mate and hibernate.

Bat droppings are the main food source
—directly or indirectly— for 5 species

of cave invertebrates (cave-cricket,
beetle, spider, psocopteran, mil
all endemic to this cave.
